Cushion Liner for use with suction suspension. All are available in
a 3mm uniform and 6mm tapered thickness and in extra so and
medium so .

e Absolute Liner can be used o -the-shelf or may be thermoformed
to a custom shape.  ermoforming should be done at (80"~ 85"C)
175”-185"F (see page 12). Increased temperaturewilla ectdurability.

e Absolute Liner should be allowed to cool naturally at room
temperature. Shock cooling with air or water may result in a tear.

e Absolute Liner should be trimmed with sharp scissors. e
practitioner should try to cut the Absolute Liner with one continuous
cut. If the skin becomes irritated a scalloped edge cut may be made
to prevent rim pressure. Any edge notches may resultin the Absolute
Liner tearing.
